MUD BOWL MANIA VOLLEYBALL TOURNAMENT
RULES

» This is intended to be a fun-filled event for the whole family. Shirts and shoes must be worn at all times.
(shirt with shorts or shirt over bathing suit). No spikes are allowed on shoes.

» No Alcoholic beverages will be allowed on the premises of NCCS; anyone found in possession of alcohol or
other controlled substances will be escorted off of the premises.

» Good sportsmanship must be maintained at all times.

» Up to 6 players are allowed on the court at one time, at least 2 players must be of the opposite sex.
» No player may be on more than 1 team.

» All games are rally scoring (a point is scored on each serve).

» The preliminary pool play will be round robin, with one game to 15 with the other teams in the pool;
championship round (seeded) play will be 2 out of 3 to 15.

» The ball may hit any part of the body. Three hits are allowed to a side. The ball may not be hit by the same
player in succession. A block does not count as a hit.

» The ball may not be held or thrown while in play.

» No spiking or blocking is allowed by back row players.
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Players may not touch the net while the ball is in play.
» Players may not enter another court while ball is in play.

» Serve is from behind the back line by the player in the back right position.
» Players may not load the ball with mud prior to service.

» Substitution may only be done in the service position.

There are no refunds. Should a team decide to drop out; the registration money will be considered a donation
to NCCS.

Should this event need to be cancelled due to tornado, lightning, or other dangerous weather conditions, the
event will not be rescheduled. If lightening occurs players will be asked to come inside; we would hope for play

to resume if at all possible, after the threatening weather has passed, if it is not anticipated to be a lengthy delay.
